1. The baby walker is intended for use by children from 6 till 24 months of age with maximum weight of 20 kg.

3. Warning! Never leave your child unattended whilst wearing a harness.

4. Warning! Be aware of the danger when using reins near automatic doors, escalators, etc.

5. When the baby walker is not in use keep it out of child’s reach.

6.Straps and buckles should be checked regularly for excessive wear and possible damage.
